Radley’s youngsters did the Club proud when stepping into the breach as regular older athletes were 

ill, became injured, or unavailable on the day.  The U17s had a great day, with 2 CRs being broken; 

Joe Finch in the TJ (12.08m) and Jordan Dorrian in the 200m (22.7). Joe also registered a pb in the LJ 

(5.82m) as did fellow U17 Chris Hewitt in the 800m (2.07.2) which he followed by an impressive win 

in the A string 1500m, at still only 14 years old.  U20 Corey Brooks smashed his previous 110mH time 

for a new pb of 19.1s.   

 



In the seniors, newcomer to the track, Dan Peace, improved his previous 5k time by a large margin for 

18.04.3 and Radley newcomers Chris Shaw made a good start to the team by winning the B string 

Javelin and M ‘Duka won the 1500m B string.
